ii.  Questions about teaching hybrid courses. DEAC wanted hybrid to be considered Distance Ed due to the online component.
1. N. Williams advocates for certification in hybrid teaching as online teaching.
iii. B. Conn – Senate raised questions about the cost for online training certification. Compton College does offer funds to pay for training. Currently, @ONE courses are free. 
iv. B. Conn – Senate raised questions about recertification training. 6 hours over four years can be achieved in-house through Annual DE Summits, regular 1 hour PD’s, @ONE courses, Online Teaching Conferences. There are plenty of opportunities at no cost to faculty. DEAC unanimously voted for 6 hours over four years.
v. Recertification Demonstration was heavily discussed. Weighing the benefits of robust standards against the workload for Part Time faculty (who have voiced their opinion in a recent survey). Steven raised the fact that we have an initial certification process. Nikki voiced that the process should be simple enough if faculty are following basic standards set forth by the state & college.
