I was in pain
and had to wear a splint while it healed. Got behind in class, discussed with professor who recommended I retook
the class instead.

I was 7 months pregnant and hospitalized with Covid 19. It was overwhelming at the time, but I completed the
course later in the semester.

It was not prerequisite class but I think I will re take a class.

The reason why I withdrew from this course is because due to me not being vaccinated I have to take my math
course online, and it’s frustrating I feel as if math should not be taken online. It took a toll on my mental so I
withdrew from the class.

An additional reason as to why I withdrew from this class was due to having another college class as well as my
semester for high school closing with all of the testing and finals I couldn’t keep up.

Had previous taken this Math class and received passing grade of C , although C is passed wasn't accepted for
transfer. Need grade of B or better which I didn't think I would obtain.

I had to go out of the country and didn’t have access to internet and was behind on the class so I withdrew from
the course instead of failing it.
