Steve Haigler responded that we go through a public bid process to award contracts.
Once the bid is accepted I draft up a contract which I sign on behalf of the district and the
vendor signs. Then | set up an excel schedule so every time | receive one of these
progress notices it has to go through a process where it gets several signatures including
the architect, facilities director, construction manager and other appropriate signatures.
Then it comes to me for payment. | have a tracking system where | actually track the
payments against that contract, and | can easily provide that. All construction payments
are reviewed by the L.A. County Office. Mr. Lister said that would be great.
