As charter members of the Aquarium of the Pacific in Long Beach, Molina and his family have been
supporters since the aquarium’s opening in 1998. He has also served on the board of directors of other
community and charitable organizations including the YMCA of Metropolitan Los Angeles, Downtown
Long Beach Business Association, and the Southeast Division of the American Cancer Society.

Molina holds a Juris Doctorate from the University of Southern California's School of Law, and a
bachelor’s degree in economics from California State University, Long Beach where he was elected to
the Phi Beta Kappa honor society.
